My name is Brian Shelton I left school at sixteen and worked hard to set up
his own Printing firm (Shelton & Sons). Now I'm in my thirties with kids, a
wife and two mortgages. My son was fatally stabbed outside his work earlier
this year. We all know who’s responsible, but not one of the dozens of
witnesses has the guts to stand up and help my family. Therefore I have no
alternative.
